Description of Course Content: A one-hour discussion of research in mathematical biology 
 
Student Learning Outcomes: Students will become familiar with research topics and literature in 
mathematical biology. Students will be able to summarize and discuss research literature. Students will 
develop a capability to read critically and identify unanswered research questions. 
 
Required Textbooks and Other Course Materials: Required readings will be made available as needed. 
 
Descriptions of major assignments and examinations with due dates: Attendance and participation is 
required for a passing grade. Students will have to work in groups to lead one paper discussion.  
 
Schedule 
January 22 – Welcome and orientation 
January 22 to May 7 – Discussions of published research, discussions with guests and faculty, presentations 

of faculty or student research (if appropriate) 
March 19 – No class (spring break) 
 
Grading Policy: Grades will be based on regular attendance and participation, and on performance as 
discussion leaders. 
 
Attendance Policy: Regular attendance is required for a passing grade. 
 
Drop Policy: Students will be dropped for non-payment of tuition if payment is not received by Jan. 13, 
2010. Students may drop or swap (adding and dropping a class concurrently) classes through self-service in 
MyMav from the beginning of the registration period through the late registration period. After the late 
registration period, students must see their academic advisor to drop a class or withdraw. Undeclared 
students must see an advisor in the University Advising Center. Drops can continue through a point two-
thirds of the way through the term or session. April 2 is the last day that a course may be dropped  It is the 
student's responsibility to officially withdraw if they do not plan to attend after registering. Students will 
not be automatically dropped for non-attendance. Repayment of certain types of financial aid 
administered through the University may be required as the result of dropping classes or withdrawing. 
Contact the Financial Aid Office for more information. All university and departmental policies governing 
course withdrawal will be applied. Students should be aware of relevant regulations regarding withdrawal 
and deadline dates.

The purpose of this week is to allow students sufficient 
time to prepare for final examinations. During this week, there shall be no scheduled activities such as 
required field trips or performances; and no instructor shall assign any themes, research problems or 
exercises of similar scope that have a completion date during or following this week unless specified in the 
class syllabus. During Final Review Week, an instructor shall not give any examinations constituting 10% 
or more of the final grade, except makeup tests and laboratory examinations. In addition, no instructor shall 
give any portion of the final examination during Final Review Week.  Classes are held as scheduled during 
this week and lectures and presentations may be given.
