Statement of Purpose – clear and concise statement of purpose

Hypotheses

Definition of Terms

Delimitations (define the limits) - describe the population(s) to which generalizations may be safely made
Assumptions – conditions accepted by the researchers
Limitations – possible shortcomings or influences that cannot be controlled or eliminated
Chapter 2

Review of Literature – assist researcher and reader as to existing knowledge or theory, avoid duplication of previous research, suggest design and data acquisition procedures, and become familiar with leading experts on the topic  

Chapter 3

Methods

Population you want student to apply

Sample

Independent Variables – variables manipulated by researcher (treatment)
Dependent Variables – variables influenced by the treatment (measurements made to assess the effect of the treatment variable)
Procedures – detailed, specific, and finalized to allow for IRB submission
