The UTA College of Engineering plans to have a variety of camps and workshops for K-12 students during its 2011 Engineer Summer Programs. 1) The Engineering and Computer Science Camps are one week camps designed to provide students with a broad exposure to the variety of engineering disciplines -- aerospace, biomedical, civil & environmental, computer science, electrical, materials science and mechanical -- plus related topics in chemistry and physics. Field trips to see engineering at area businesses and team projects supplement the classroom activities. Each residential camp is limited to 50 students.  The Bridge and Gateway camps are residential camps and Access and Entry camps are 8:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. day camps with a Friday evening awards session.  The program fees, listed below, cover a participant's meals, housing (if applicable), insurance, project materials and activities and need-based partial and full camp scholarships are available.  The Engineering and Computer Science Camps website is http://www.uta.edu/engineering/summercamps/  Application material will be available on the camp website by the end of January and we will begin taking applications at that time.

2)  Girlgeneering Camp is a one week day camp for middle school young women that will take place July 18 - 22, 2011.  The goal of a girls-only camp is to increase interest of high ability young women in engineering by combating stereotypes, creating connections, reducing the issue of competition for resources with boys, and demonstrating the real-world social impact of engineering.  The Girlgeneering camp will introduce a variety of engineering fields to young women by showing how these areas of engineering connect to personal issues, social concerns, and community interests.  The camp structure will provide faculty presentations and lectures, lab tours, field trips, hands-on activities and a “Design Squad”- based team project.  By conveying engineering concepts in a more personal, social and community-oriented context and introducing them to middle school girls, we will show how engineers connect, communicate, and improve the world. The Girlgeneering fee is $200 and need-based partial and full camp scholarships are available.  Application material will be available on the camp website by February 8th and we will begin taking applications at that time.
3) The RoPro College Challenge Camp is a three day camp for students going into 11th grade, 12th grade or newly graduated.  The camp will be held July 6 - 8, 2011, 9am – 5pm.  Over the course of 3 days, Dr. Huber and his team will set you a robot challenge to complete and compete by the end of camp.  At the same time Dr. Tiernan and her colleagues will prep you for the challenge of successfully applying to the college of your choice including talks on how to apply for financial aid and scholarships, how to write application essays, how to put together a resume or experience history, and how to apply online to UTA. Application material will be available on the camp website by February 8th and we will begin taking applications at that time.
4) The Materials Science and Engineering Department will host the ASM International Materials Science Camp on July 16, 2011 from 9am to 5pm.  This one-day camp is designed for middle and high school students and exposes them to the world of Materials Science and Engineering. The camp will provide an opportunity for the students to learn more about properties of materials including metals, ceramics, polymer and semiconductors.  The fee includes study book and lunch on the campus for the day.  Additional information on the ASM International Materials Science Camp is online at mse.uta.edu. 5)  The Materials Science & Engineering Department will conduct a one-day summer Materials Camps for Kids on TBD that will let kids see things that they have never seen before – atoms! Use an electron microscope to see 30,000 times better than your normal vision! The camp is targeted to students entering 4th or 5th grade in the Fall and is limited to 12 participants. 6)  The SHPE Foundation Science and Engineering Camp is for incoming Hispanic high school sophomores and UTA will host a camp this year. Over sessions lasting four days, campers will dive into STEM subjects with fun lab experiments, math contests, tours and other activities. For a taste of the full "college experience," the students will stay overnight in dorms.  These camps are sponsored by the Society of Hispanic Professional Engineers (SHPE) and the SHPE Foundation. 7)  In its 50th anniversary year, the University of Texas at Arlington College of Engineering started a new program to offer a minor in Nuclear Engineering.  In order to promote this program and the other UTA engineering majors, the College will offer a one-day high school workshop on Nuclear Energy and Engineering.  Intended for incoming high school juniors, seniors and students just graduated, this workshop will be held on Saturday, August 13, 2011.  The workshop will feature talks about nuclear energy and the field of nuclear engineering, a laboratory visit, and hands-on experiments to measure radioactivity in common materials.  Students will also learn about the electrical engineering and mechanical engineering majors at UT Arlington and how the nuclear minor fits with these programs.  Each workshop is limited to 20 participants and the students will receive lunch and a T-shirt.  The workshop will be free for the students.
