Description of Course Content This course covers the foundations of Radio Frequency Identification Systems. Including the fundamentals of how RFID components of tag, transponder and antennae are utilized to create RFID systems.  This course also includes best practices for implementation RFID systems in common supply chain operations.

Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon completion of this course the student is expected to have demonstrated his/her ability to know and properly use:
1. The general problem solving process
2. The basic concepts of RFID systems 
3. The integration of RFID in Supply Chain Management, Logistics, and Manufacturing
4. The practical on hand teaching of using the RFID tags and antennae’s
5. The current mandates, research developments, and job opportunities in RFID

Requirements:  Exams may include multiple choice, short answer, and quantitative analysis type questions.  No makeup exams will be allowed without prior authorization. Homework assignments will be given throughout the course. No late assignments will be accepted. At least one research paper expected in the journal will be required from the students. Quizzes will be given throughout the course. No makeup quizzes will be allowed without prior authorization.
