DIRECTIONS 

By air 

Arlington is located near Dallas-Fort Worth (DFW) International Airport (about 10 miles), serviced by American Airlines and many other airlines. Alternatively, Dallas Love Field is approximately 20 miles away, and is serviced by Southwest Airlines that offers low-cost airfares. 


Once you have landed, there are numerous ground transportation options between DFW Airport and surrounding Metroplex-area destinations. Check out http://www.dfwairport.com/transport/.
