Statement of Commitment by Faculty Advisor for NSF GK-12 Fellow Professional Development

The main objectives of the GK-12 program in the Department of Mathematics at the University of Texas at Arlington are to (1) enhance GK-12 fellows’ professional development, particularly their communication, collaboration, and leadership skills, and (2) to improve mathematics education in the AISD by developing a seamless learning pathway for bringing research-level mathematics to the K-12 setting. Active participation by GK-12 fellows’ faculty advisors is essential to accomplishing these objectives. The graduate student listed above has applied for a GK-12 Fellowship for 2009 – 2010. Fellows are appointed for a 12-month period beginning July 1, 2009. They are required to 

· attend a two-week summer institute (July 6 – 10, and July 27 – 31, 2009),

· spend 10 hours per week in a middle or high school classroom during the academic year,
· Collaborate (possibly electronically) with mentor teacher partners July 13 – 24, 2009,

· spend an additional 5 hours per week during the academic year working with teachers in the AISD to develop lesson activities, and

· participate in other required GK-12 program activities. 

Note that the GK-12 fellows follow the AISD academic calendar, which is different from UT Arlington’s academic calendar. 

The applicant has indicated that you are willing to support his/her GK-12 project through your participation in various GK-12 activities. These would include the following:

· participating in the GK-12 program seminars twice a year when your advisee will be making research presentations,

· traveling to your advisee’s partner middle or high school once a year to spend one day observing your advisee in the school,

· participating in surveys designed by the project evaluator to assess the impact of the program on your GK-12 fellow’s research, time to degree, and development of professional skills, and

· meeting with the GK-12 fellow and his/her GK-12 program mentor on monthly basis to discuss the fellow’s academic progress.

You may choose to participate in other activities in addition to those listed above. Appointment of the GK-12 Fellow is based on his/her faculty advisor’s commitment in support of the professional development activities of the Fellow under this NSF graduate fellowship.
