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Abstract:

Precalculus level curriculum has not supported students in acquiring the reasoning abilities and understandings needed for success in beginning calculus. This session will address issues that contribute to this situation. Research findings that reveal the ways of thinking and understandings students need for success in beginning calculus will be discussed. These findings will be contrasted with results from studies that have revealed the understandings that high performing precalculus level students’ hold.  Finally, aresearch-developed Precalculus Concept Assessment (PCA) instrument that assesses students’ readiness for beginning calculus will be shared.
