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1. The need and context for the intended change are clearly stated and provide sound rationale for the project.

2. The intervention(s), implementation activities, and intended outcomes are clear, and implementation is the focus of the project.

3. The respective roles/responsibilities of the site and the MPCWIC are clear, and the proposed technical assistance requested is appropriate and consistent with Implementation of the intended change.
4. How the project will build State or Tribal capacity and result in the desired change is clearly identified and described.
5. What resources (in addition to technical assistance) do you anticipate needing from MPCWIC?  Do you envision other National Resource Centers being involved?

6. How will the State or Tribe sustain the change over time and what it will take to sustain the system wide change?
