
Identity Finder helps fight identity theft by finding and securing sensitive personal information that could be 
used by others to commit identity theft or identity fraud. Once private information is identified, Identity Finder 
helps you to protect your information through secure deletion. 

Installing Identity Finder on Your Computer 

·  Save IdentityFinderSetup.exe to a location that’s easy to remember, like your Desktop. 
·  Double click the IdentityFinderSetup.exe icon to install the program. 
·  To activate Identity Finder, go to https://www.identityfinder.com/store/customer.pl?accountid=65498.   

o Enter your first & last name and your UTA email address.  You must use your University 
email address – any other email address will not affiliate you with UTA for licensing 
purposes.  Your activation code will be emailed to your University email address.  Once you 
have received the activation code, continue with the next step. 

·  Start Identity Finder by clicking on the Start Menu, select All Programs, then Identity Finder. 

 

 

 

 

 

 



·  You will be prompted to activate the program – select “Activate with Identity Finder activation 
number” and click Next. 

 

·  Enter the activation code that was emailed to you, then click Next. 

 

 



·  You should receive a message stating that activation is complete. 

 

 

Scanning for Sensitive Information  
 
Version 4 now allows you to set up a profile.  This profile will save and keep all of your settings for future 
use.  If you choose to set up a profile enter a password now.  CAUTION - this password is unique to Identity 
Finder and if this password is forgotten all data contained within the profile cannot be recovered. 
 

 



 
Select “Continue in Wizard Mode” and select Next. 
 

 
 
 
 
Identity Finder will search numbers that match known common formats for credit card numbers, social 
security numbers and passwords by default.  It will also search for specific information from other countries - 
to view the options, select Yes under AnyFind Worldwide Searching and click Next, otherwise leave the 
default choice (No) and click Next. 
 



 
Identity Finder can also look for unique information on your computer, like your driver’s license number or 
address.  If you’d like to look for this type of information, select Yes and click Next. 
 

 
 
 
Enter your unique information on the left side of the screen and then click Add.  Continue to add information 
in this matter – when you have finished, click Next. 
 



 
 

 
 
It is recommended that you keep the default search locations, but you can choose to scan either My 
Computer or a specific location.  Be aware that scanning My Computer will take significantly longer than 
searching My Documents and Settings.  Click Next. 
 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
You will be taken to a review screen before the scan is started.  If you’d like to change any information, use 
the Back button, otherwise, select Finish. 
 



 
 
 
The scan will begin – you can minimize the program and continue working while Identity Finder searches. 
 

 
 
When the search is complete, the Search Summary screen will appear.  Click Wizard. 
 



 
 
 
On the left part of the screen, you will see the full paths of any data Identity Finder has found.  When you 
click on a location on the left, you’ll be shown a preview of the file on the right.  In this case, Identity Finder 
has found social security numbers located in a text file. 
 

 
 
 
You will be given the option to secure (with a password *CAUTION - this password is unique to Identity 
Finder and if this password is forgotten, all data saved using this password cannot be recovered*), shred 
(permanently remove), recycle (move to the Recycle Bin) or Ignore the selected file.  If the files that are 



found are not needed, click the Shred button on the menu.  This will permanently remove the file from your 
computer.  Make your selection, then click Next.

Additional Features of Identity Finder 
 
On the top menu, select Tools.  You can select files or folders to shred (if you want to remove a file or folder 
from your computer permanently), secure your Internet browser, or secure your passwords or files. 
 

 
 
 
To shred a file, click on File Shredder and navigate to the folder you want to delete. 

 



To clean your system, select System Cleanup.  Select any areas you wish you clean, then click on Shred. 
 

 
 
To secure your browser, select Browser Security.  Make any changes you’d like, then click Apply.  
 

 



The Password Vault tool allows you to securely store and manage usernames and passwords for websites, 
encrypted files, and other locations inside of Identity Finder and protect them with a single, master password.  
The master password is the same password you use to secure other personal information within Identity 
Finder.  CAUTION - this password is unique to Identity Finder and if this password is forgotten, all data 
saved using this password cannot be recovered.

The File Vault tool allows you to securely store your documents with a password and encryption.  To use this 
tool, select File Vault.
