Factors in Selection of Awardee 

Students who show the potential for outstanding graduate research work.  Academic 

achievement will be judged by transcripts, letter of reference from a Psychology faculty member, 

and the student’s expressed intention to pursue a career in the field of psychology.      

Applications 

Award is granted once a year during the Spring or Summer semesters for the upcoming academic 

year.
