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Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (IACUC) 

Tetanus Vaccination Waiver

The IACUC at The University of Texas at Arlington recommends that all animal users receive a vaccination against Tetanus.    

Animal users that have never received a Tetanus vaccination or

have received a Tetanus vaccination, but it was more than 10 years ago,

will be allowed by the IACUC to sign a waiver for the vaccination after certifying that they have read and understand the National Center for Disease Control’s (CDC) information regarding the risks associated with Tetanus.  However, it is still recommended by the IACUC to receive the immunization if at all possible. 

Following the waiver of this vaccination, if you break your skin in any manner during any procedure involving animals or animal tissues, you are required to immediately report to a health care provider of your choice for an examination and to receive a Tetanus Vaccination at your expense.  You must also report the incident immediately to the Animal Care Technician in the facility.  The animal attendant will report the incident to the Office of Research Compliance. You will not be allowed to enter the animal facility or touch an animal until you provide documentation to the Office of Research proving that you have received a Tetanus vaccination.
