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OVERVIEW

This course is designed both for students who anticipate or are now in positions in administration or planning where knowledge of the organization, processes and dynamics of economic development would be helpful.  Our prime focus will be on the rich laboratory of organizational approaches, techniques, issues and policies found at the local level in Texas.  However, attention will also be given to regional perspectives as well as effective approaches employed elsewhere in the US.  

Term Projects
With assistance from the instructor, each student will design and execute a comparative analysis of three local economic development programs examining demographic, development, management and organizational dimensions.  Whenever possible, site visits for interviews and data collection will be made.  Alternative projects analyzing community development projects may also be pursued.

Measurable Student Outcomes

Upon  completion of the course students will be able to:

1. Explain major issues and legislative requirements which impact and guide the management of local economic development.

2. Employ the key concepts of strategic action planning for local economic development.
3. Discribe common political and professional problems facing officials responsible for economic development programs.

4. Design, execute and present an analysis of one or local economic development programs.
