Syllabus Addendum 
POLS 5319-001

The policies and reading assignments noted on the course syllabus apply to the graduate students, unless otherwise noted below.
In addition to the requirements for the undergraduates enrolled in POLS 3306, graduate students will have additional reading and writing expectations.  Most weeks, I will email you citations to articles  found in political science journals.  The readings will pertain to the topics being discussed in class, however, they will be at a reading level that is more appropriate for graduate students.  For each group of readings you are expected to write a “reaction paper.”  
A reaction paper should be limited to 2 - 3 pages.  The paper should summarize the readings (typically in the first paragraph) and then the remainder of the paper should propose a hypothesis, a proposed research plan (e.g., describe how you would test the hypothesis), and speculate on the outcomes.  Finally, explain why this research would be meaningful.  These reaction papers will account for 15% of your grade.
You will take exams at the same time as the undergraduates, however, I will likely pose slightly different questions to you.  It goes without saying that I will evaluate you according to a higher standard.   There will be two exams, each worth 25% of your grade
You are not required to complete the member snapshots assigned to the undergraduates.
You are required to prepare a term paper.  The term paper must include a literature review and propose a hypothesis with a research plan.  Ideally, you would test your research hypothesis and present conclusions.  During the early part of the semester I will discuss this in more detail with the graduate students to determine your abilities in this area.  The term paper will account for 35% of your grade.  Unlike the undergraduates, you may have until December 3 to complete your paper.
Finally, I expect you will be active participants in class, however, please be mindful of your colleagues in class and do not monopolize discussion.
