Identify what you have learned from this opportunity and apply this to your personal leadership development. Upon completion of the project write a (1) page summary of your experience. Present your topic and summary to the Scholarship Committee.  Presentations may last no more than 15 minutes.

2.  Contact the President of one (1) of the following UTA organization meetings.  Attend a meeting.  You must not currently be a member of this organization.  You must have an agenda signed by the President.
