An instructor should use this form when a violation of University policies on scholastic dishonesty is suspected and (1) the student(s) cannot be reached to discuss the allegation(s), (2) the student(s) denies the allegation(s), or (3) the student(s) of instructor wishes to have the matter adjudicated by the Assistant Dean of Students/Director of Student Judicial Affairs.  If the student(s) does not dispute the allegation(s), waives the right to a hearing, and accepts the faculty member’s decision regarding a grade penalty, the form Faculty Disposition of a Scholastic Dishonesty Case should be filed with the Office of Student Judicial Affairs instead.  Furthermore, if the infraction is serious enough to warrant consideration of suspension or expulsion from the University, the instructor should refer the case to the Office of Student Judicial Affairs.
