General Rules:

· The Chili Cook-Off will be held during the Homecoming Tail-Gate Party in the Trinity parking lot from 12:00 – 2:00 p.m. on Saturday, February 14, 2009.
· Chili is defined as any kind of spicy, stew-like dish cooked with chili peppers, meat (optional) and/or beans (optional). Various other spices and ingredients may be added with the exception of rice or pasta.

· Beans may be used in your chili; however you must indicate its inclusion in the name, e.g. “Chili with Beans.” 

· Chili must be cooked before arriving at the event. Check-in and set-up for the event will start at 10:00 a.m.  The event will begin at 12:00 p.m. and Chili should be ready for judging at 12:30 p.m.

· Each group will be assigned one space. 

· One vehicle per group will be permitted to access the groups space.
· Chili should be kept hot, preferably by electric crock pots or similar means.  Electric connections will be provided if needed.

· Please provide at least two quarts of chili for the judging.  You may provide more if you would like to allow friends and spectators to be able to sample your chili. 
· Participants are responsible for cleaning their area after the event. 

“Best Chili” will be judged on the following criteria: flavor, texture/consistency, aroma, appearance/presentation of dish

“Chili Spirit” Award (for student organizations) rules:

· The Chili Spirit Award will be awarded to the student organization with the highest percentage of members/participants in attendance at the Tail-Gate Party & Chili Cook-Off
· Each organization will have a sign-in sheet to encourage participation in the event.

· In the event of a tie, the Homecoming Court in attendance will choose a winner.

“Best Presentation” rules:
· The purpose of this award is to allow other members of your organization or department that aren’t actually cooking to participate in the Chili Cook-Off. 

· Participants will be given one 6 foot table in which to present their chili and my decorate their table as they wish 

· Decorations can only be made of paper and/or other disposable goods and must be removed at the end of the event.  Please, no profanity or offensive material.
