General Information

The Homecoming Golf Cart Parade is a new tradition and we hope to be an exciting part of the UTA Homecoming festivities.  Participants must complete the attached form and follow the rules and regulations of the Homecoming Golf Cart Parade as set by the Homecoming Committee.  Only University golf carts or approved vehicles may be used.  Awards will be given as part of the Spirit Competition based on the design or theme of your float and the overall enthusiasm shown by your members on the float.  Participants must provide all decorations and materials.  Groups are encouraged to play music, throw prizes, wear costumes relating to the theme, display school spirit, and may be judged accordingly.  NO DISTRIBUTION OR CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOL DURING THE DECORATING OR ON PARADE ROUTE.

Space is limited and on a first-come, first-served basis.
Entry Fees
1. Complete the Golf Cart Parade entry form provided.  Include a sketch of your golf cart design
2. The entry fee is $25.
3. Payment can be made by cash, check or credit card in the Campus Activities and Community Programs office located in the lower level of the University Center.  Make checks payable to UTA.  
4. Entry deadline is Friday, February 6, 2009
Parade Timeline

Golf Carts will be available on the mall area between the Thermal Energy Plant and Arlington Hall beginning at 8 a.m. on Wednesday, February 11th for decorating.  All decorations must be in place and in working order by 11:00 am.  At this time, the Homecoming Committee and judges will preview the golf carts’ appearances for safety and security.  The parade will begin approximately at 12:10 pm and will follow the designated parade route through the campus.  Maps will be provided.  The parade should finish approximately at 1:00 pm on the West side of Texas Hall.  Golf carts must then be thoroughly cleaned after the Women’s basketball game that same day. They will be inspected by parade officials the next morning.  
Judging

Golf carts will pass announcers stands in the U.C. and Library Malls along the parade route.  Judging will occur in these areas and will be based on the following criteria.  It is suggested that groups bring plenty of candy and other prizes for the spectators.  Music is also encouraged.  Judges will be looking for groups that are highly involved with the crowd.  A first second and third place winner will be awarded at the conclusion of the Homecoming festivities.  
1. Decorations applied to the golf cart.

2. Display of school spirit

3. Creativity

4. Costumes pertaining to the theme worn by participants.

General Rules and Regulations

1. Groups will be assigned golf carts on a first-come, first-served basis
2. Groups must CLEARLY display their entry number on the front of the golf cart along with a sign containing the organization name.
3. All decorations and materials must be in place and in working order by 11:00 am in order to participate in the parade and be considered for judging.  Judges will preview the carts at this time.
4. Decorations must NOT damage or deface the golf carts.  Decorations must be temporary and removable.  Items including, but not limited to, paint, glue, screws, nails, or wood may not be used to attach items to golf carts.  If such practices occur your organization will be disqualified and charged for the full cost of repairs or replacement.  
5. Decorations must NOT interfere with the proper mechanical functioning of the golf cart.  For example, decorations that would excessively weigh down the golf cart or impair tire or steering wheel movements are prohibited.
6. NO MORE than 4 people are allowed to ride in each golf cart at any time.  A maximum of 5 other members of the group are permitted to walk alongside the golf cart during the Parade.  This means a maximum of  9 people may proceed along the parade route with your entry.
7. Golf carts must stay on the parade route and in the assigned order at all times.
8. NO standing or walking in between golf carts while they are in motion.
9. NO passing other golf carts at any time.
10. NO hitting, bumping, reckless driving, or ramming other golf carts.
11. Any harm done to UTA property or any individual will result in disqualification and the party responsible may be subject to University sanctions.
12. NO stopping or delaying the progression of the parade.  Do not stop your golf cart for routines or presentations.

13. Participants are expected to behave courteously and appropriately at all times.
14. Any golf carts or groups with questionable or distasteful costumes, music, or decorations will be asked to remove the said item, or will not participate in the parade.
15. NO abandoning golf carts along the route.  Walk your cart off the route for assistance.
16. Golf carts must be cleaned that night by 9:00 p.m. on Wednesday, February 11th.  Organizations that do not completely clean their golf carts and properly dispose of all decorations and materials will be charged for cleaning and repair costs.
Violations of any of the above rules and regulations or damage to any golf carts will result in charges to the group or organization.
