College involves a lot more analytically thinking, application of material that you read in a textbook or a professor presents in a lecture. Whereas there may be a certain portion of an exam that relies on remembering or memorizing of facts, by far the larger part of it will involve application of material and analysis, thinking about larger questions. I teach history and as I tell my students on the first day I’m not so much interested so much in names and dates but for my students to explain why something happened. Why the Europeans dominated when three worlds came together. Why the civil war occurred when it did and in the way it did. So I want my students thinking about why something happened rather than simply remembering who was involved and when it happened
