We are here to teach students and we are here to do what’s necessary to facilitate student learning. So the main thing I say is that I would definitely encourage students, if they have questions, if they have concerns, if they have problems, to approach a faculty member. It is okay for students to communicate with facility by email. Faculty have a lot of students, sometimes it will take a few days to respond, so students shouldn’t get impatient if they don’t respond. Students need to use common sense in terms of the kind of things they address faculty on. If you miss class don’t email your professor and say ‘What did I miss?’ or even worse ‘Did I miss anything important?’ because of course you missed something important. Faculty have office hours. Students should respect those office hours. The main thing is communicate. Faculty are open and willing. If something is posed politely and clearly and within guidelines like office hours or class time or whatever there is going to be no negative ramifications, a faculty will answer it and tells us to clarify.
