The expectation is going to be that students come, sit there, take notes, turn off their cell phones, and pay attention. If you are talking about a class like social work, or perhaps counseling physiology, or maybe some nursing classes, or upper division things like English literature classes there is going to be much more of an expectation that students participate in class, that they talk , that they’re engaged, that they debate points with the professor. Opposed to high school or maybe even freshman level courses where the student is just getting the material and the faculty member is just giving the material. We expect students to become engaged in the material fairly quickly this is something they are going to be using for their whole lives and their whole careers if they continue with our field. And so we expect them to be interested in it, engaged in it, self-motivated, contributing from their own personal experiences. We don’t want them to be just passive receptacles, memorizing.
