              ACADEMIC  

Reminder :  Please don’t forget to complete the forms and information for your child to attend the 
2008 Summer Residential Institute.  You will receive the second packet of information soon.  The forms 
and information should be postmarked no later than May 21st. 
 

Visiting your child during the summer: You are always welcome and encouraged to visit your child 
during certain program activities such as Orientation, the Academic Bowl Competition and program 
completion activities including the Awards Ceremony. Please remember, however, that we have a very 
full schedule with limited time for visiting, due to planned activities every week.  Should you desire to 
visit, you must contact the UBMS office to see if the time of your visit is possible and for final approval 
at least one week in advance.

Senior Planning :  Please make sure your child is getting ready for college by preparing themselves to 
be enriched and gain from this valuable experience of a college community.  
 

Some things to explore: 1) Academic assistance– Ask for help from advisors, resources on campus, 
etc, 2) Residential services-they help address issues outside of class, 3) College Counseling services– 
they can help to cope with stress, pressures from home or problems with relationships, 4) Financial 
Resources– the FA office can explain financing and loan options and help you review your financial aid 
packages, etc.   



 

Career Discovery- “Pharmacist”  
  

Pharmacists distribute drugs prescribed by health practitioners and provide information to patients concerning     
medications and use. They advise physicians and other health practitioners on the selection, dosages, interactions, and 
side effects of medications. Pharmacists monitor health and progress of patients in response to drug therapy to ensure 
safe and effective use of medication. Pharmacists must understand the use, clinical effects, and drug composition (their 
chemical, biological, and physical properties).  Compounding- the mixing of ingredients to form powders, tablets,    
capsules, ointments, and solutions - is a small part of a pharmacist's practice, because most medicines are produced by 
pharmaceutical companies in standard dosage and drug delivery form.  Pharmacists can specialize in specific areas of 
drug therapy, such as intravenous nutrition support, oncology (cancer), nuclear pharmacy (for chemotherapy), geriatric 
pharmacy, and psychopharmacotherapy (the treatment of mental disorders by drugs). Courses offered at colleges are 
designed to teach students all aspects of drug therapy. The Pharm.D. is a  4-year program  requiring 2 years of college 
study prior to admittance, although most applicants have completed 3 years.  Prospective pharmacists should have 
scientific skills, good communication skills, and a desire to help others. They also must be conscientious and pay close 
attention to detail,  because the decisions they make affect human lives.

Parents, share this information with your student.  The jump to college can be stressful. Leaving behind school, friends, family 
and home is beginning a new chapter in life.  Many students overlook the stress involved in making such a big change in a brief 
period of time. The better prepared you are for college, the more ready you will be to face new pressure. Here are some realities 
and a few ways to handle them. 
�
�� The work is Harder :  Courses are higher level than high-school classes and  material is presented at a faster pace. Professors 

assign more reading and homework than before.  Your Strategy:  All college freshmen contend with this change in the learning 
curve, so do not think struggling to keep up is a failing on your part. Give yourself time to gradually adjust to new academic 
demands. Choose a course load that mixes challenging  and less intense classes. 

�
�� You are responsible for your schedule: You manage your time.  If you cut class or neglect  assignments, no one will push you.  
You may wish they had if you don’t know the material on the final.  Good advice: On a calendar, write down when and where 
classes meet, when assignments are due, and dates of tests. Set aside time to study; do not wait until the last minute. You may 
not have daily support like now. How you manage money and debt, especially when showered by credit card offers, is very 
important.  Who is around to make sure you do not get sick or run down?  Factors like stress, late parties and pushing too 
hard, can take a toll.  Your Plan:  Make smart decisions. Don’t always do what is easiest at the time. Stick to a budget and be 
wise with credit cards.  Sleep, eat well and pay attention to your health; you need energy to enjoy what college offers. 

�
�� A New Social Scene: New social opportunities (and pressures) abound.  Suddenly, you can recreate yourself any way you 
want.  Your Approach:  While forming new friendships are exciting, true friendships are formed slowly, and the beginning of 
college can be a lonely time. If you are unsure about participating in certain social scenes or activities, do not hesitate to seek 
guidance about the best ways to resist pressures.  Talk to parents, trusted friends from high school, and residential advisors. It 
is up to you to seek help. The good news is that once you adjust to college life, it opens new doors to learning and living.
