INTERDISCIPLINARY STUDIES
BYLAWS

SECTION I – Faculty
The Interdisciplinary Studies (INTS) program does not have its own dedicated faculty.  The other academic departments assign their own faculty to teach courses that are used in the Interdisciplinary Studies program.
SECTION II – Steering Committee
The Interdisciplinary Studies Steering Committee will oversee administration of the program.  Membership on the committee will include:

· One permanent, full-time faculty member from each College or School, appointed by their Deans

· Director of Center for African American Studies, or their designated appointee
· Director of Center for Mexican American Studies, or their designated appointee
· Director of Interdisciplinary Studies (non-voting)

Faculty are appointed to the Committee for a 2-year term, which may be renewable.  This oversight includes decisions on curriculum, policies, and practices.  Any changes to program policies and practices must be approved by the Steering Committee.  
SECTION III – Subcommittees
The Interdisciplinary Studies Curriculum Committee will be a subcommittee of the Steering Committee.  The Steering Committee will elect five of its members to serve on the Curriculum Committee for one-year terms, which may be renewable.  The Curriculum Committee will oversee issues related to the curriculum of the program.

The Steering Committee may create additional subcommittees or ad hoc committees as it deems useful.
SECTION IV - Meeting of the Steering Committee
The Steering Committee will normally meet twice each long semester.

SECTION V – Director
The Director of Interdisciplinary Studies will provide leadership, oversee the daily operations of the program, and provide input to the Steering Committee.  The Director will also serve as Chair of the Steering Committee.
SECTION VI - Amendments 

These bylaws may be amended by the Interdisciplinary Studies Steering Committee with a 60 percent favorable vote. A copy of the proposed amendment(s) shall be distributed to the Committee at least one week in advance of the vote.
Questions of interpretation of these bylaws shall be decided by majority vote of the Interdisciplinary Studies Steering Committee.

These bylaws shall be in full force and effective upon approval by the Steering Committee.
